Transportation from/to the airport 
The Hotel is about 35 km away from Eleftherios Venizelos International Airport.  
Kindly find below the different ways to commute from the Eleftherios Venizelos Airport to the Brown Acropol 
Hotel:  
 
By metro:  
From the Airport you can use the metro (Line 3: Blue Line) from the airport to SYNTAGMA station, then change to 
Line 2 (Red Line - Direction Anthoupoli) to the OMONIA station and walk from the station to the hotel (1 min). 
The ticket costs approximately €8.00 and it takes about 40 minutes to reach the OMONIA station.

By bus: 
There are several buses operating at Athens Eleftherios Venizelos Airport, circulating 24 hours/day. You should 
take the X95 bus which serves the route: Athens Eleftherios Venizelos airport – SYNTAGMA square. It will take you 
about 40 – 60 minutes depending on traffic. The single fare costs approximately €8.  
From Syntagma square to the Brown Acropol Hotel the distance is approximately 1,3km (18’ walking distance) and 
you may use the metro (Line 2: Red Line) from SYNTAGMA station to OMONIA station (Direction Anthoupoli) or 
directly take a taxi to the hotel. 
 
By taxi:  
It will take you about 35-45 minutes, depending on traffic, to get from the airport to the city centre and the hotel. 
It will cost you about €35 - 55 for one way. 
Note: In Athens taxis are yellow in colour and have appropriate identification. At the airport, taxis park in front of 
the terminal. According to the Greek Legislation, taxi drivers should provide, upon request, a receipt for the 
amount paid for transportation services.
